planned community in central Pasco

County, offers residents shopping, dining,

recreation, schools, health-care services

Connerton Elementary School is scheduled to open
for the 2010 school year while a middle school and an-
other elementary school are planned.

Additional nature trails are
planned to run through the 3,000-acre Conner Preserve.
